From 2018-2019, White Ribbon Alliance and partners implemented an audacious campaign that heard from 1.2 million women and girls
worldwide — including 118,545 women and girls from Kenya — about their top request for their own reproductive and maternal health.

The White Ribbon Alliance Kenya What Women Want Advocacy Agenda (2020-2022) takes top requests in Kenya and turns them into key
actions that will bring about changes in services and programs that women and girls want and will use. It was designed in consultation
with local What Women Want focal points, partners and women and girls.
